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The history of a reference book "Thermodynamic properties of individual substances"[1], [2] totals about six tens years. The development of this edition has begun in the middle of the last century because of needs of fast developing of rocket technique. 

Last printed Russian edition of “Thermodynamic properties of individual substances” in four volumes and eight books, published during 1978 – 1982, contained more than 1300 tables of thermodynamic properties of substances in gaseous and condensed states. Materials of this edition have formed a basis for making automated databank IVTANTHERMO [3]. The content of the databank promptly developed and now essentially surpasses all the published printed editions. It should be emphasized, that reference tables of the fourth (English) edition [2] were taken from IVTANTHERMO databank.

By the end of the past and at the beginning of present centuries a wide spreading of the INTERNET allowed to raise the question about the electronic publication of data. In the paper the history of the reference book «Thermodynamic properties of individual substances» is viewed, the structure of its electronic continuation is featured and examples from the content of its first volume are given.
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
